Composition:

Properties:

Mico oral gel contains Miconazole, a
synthetic imidazole derivative, which has
strong fungicidal and has antibacterial
activity. Its antifungal spectrum includes
dermatophytes, Candida Albicans and
other Candida species, as well as
dimorphic fungi.

Miconazole is also effective against some
gram-positive bacilli and cocci.
Accordingly, Mico oral gel is effective in
the treatment of common infections of the
oral cavity as well as intestinal fungal
infections.

Miconazole is poorly absorbed from the
gastrointestinal tract, so antifungal and
antibacterial activity is exerted in the
buccal cavity and the gastrointestinal tract
without noticeable systemic side effects.
Mico oral gel is specially formulated for
oral use to adhere to the mucosal linings of
the bucco pharyngeal cavity and the
gastrointestinal tract, so that high
fungicidal concentrations are maintained
as long as possible to obtain maximal
activity.

Indications:
Treatment of oral, pharyngeal and
intestinal fungal infections.

Contraindication:
Known hypersensitivity to Miconazole or
other ingredients.

Adverse Reactions:
Mild Gastrointestinal disturbances may be
observed.

Dosage and Administration:

Infants (from four month of age to two
years):

1/4 teaspoonful (Equivalent to 1.25ml)
four times daily.

Children above two years and Adults: 1/2
teaspoonful (Equivalent 2.5ml) four times
daily.

-The enclosed graduated teaspoon should
be used to ensure the accurate dose.
-The gel should be kept in the mouth as
long as possible before being swallowed.
-Treatment should be continued at least
for one week after the symptoms have
disappeared.

Pregnancy and Lactation:
Use the gel after asking the doctor.

Storage:
Store below 30°C.

Packaging:
Aluminum tube of 20 g, with a measuring
teaspoon.
